On-Line Course Honor Code
There are strong advantages and disadvantages to the on line learning environment. The advantages include flexibility with regard to time management, reduced travel requirements, independent pacing, and learning to learn independently. Many students find these advantages outweigh the disadvantages, which include reduced feedback from the instructor, more difficulty getting questions answered, and increased frustration when dealing with more difficult topics.

Another disadvantage for both the student and the instructor is security. The instructor has no way of knowing who is actually doing the work nor how widely spread are the learning materials. One purpose of this statement is to clearly state what is acceptable to share with classmates versus what is considered a violation of ethical student behavior and constitutes cheating.
The materials contained in online classes take a great deal of time to develop. For example, every question on every quiz has to be hand cut and pasted where the question goes in one blank and each answer goes in another. A number of graduate students have spent over a year building test and quizzes composed of several thousand questions. The future integrity of this course requires that the security of these materials be maintained.  Therefore, a second purpose of this statement is to assure that this happens. 

By taking this course you agree to the following. 
It is acceptable and encouraged

1. That students consult in any way they find beneficial on homework assignments and other materials included in the text. 
2. That students have notes, calculator and text available when taking exams and use them effectively while paying close attention to the time constraints imposed on exams.

It is specifically not acceptable to do the following;
1. Reveal the contents of online quizzes or exams to any future student..
2. Have anyone help, support, or even observe the taking of online exams or quizzes will be considered cheating. 

3. Receive copies or information about quizzes or exams that will be administered in the future.  Possession of printouts of online exams or quizzes from prior semesters is cheating.
4. Submit any work that is not the sole product of the student enrolled in the course. Specifically, there will be excel assignments that will be turned in as projects. While it is acceptable to seek general help from classmates on these assignments, it is NOT acceptable to work together to the point that the assignments do not represent individual work. 
Violation of either the letter or the spirit of the above will result an F in the course and follow up action as specified by university policy.
